Esimesed eesti asulad ilmusid Krimmis 1861
a. Véljaréindamis pshjuseks oli talupoegade raske
orjuse tagajérg kodumaal ning meelitas tatarlaste
mahajéétud vabad maad Krimmis.

After the war between Russia and Turkey in
1852-56 many families of the Crimean Tatars left
their houses and emigrated to Turkey. Russian gov-
ernment invited settlers from different parts of the
Empire to the empty Crimean lands.

First Estonians came fo the Crimea in 1861.
They attracted the attention of native population
with their special clothes and long blond hairs.

Esfonians have got lands but first fime they suf-
fered from shorfage of water and surplus of salt
in those lands. People were needed a time for
adaptation.

In spite of all difficulties Estonians got feel them-
selves much free than at their Motherland. Very
soon they began to buy the best lands and built
there big comfortable houses, surrounding by the
orchards. Their main occupation was an agricul-
ture. The spare time Estonians filled up with the
concerts and performances, they have taught their
children to play music. Estonians were able to
create new settlements and save their original cul-
ture.
